CONDITIONS OF ENTRY (TERMS AND CONDITIONS)

The Amputee Games (“The Event”) to be held at Stoke Mandeville Stadium on Saturday 12th and Sunday 13th May2012 and is partially or wholly produced, directed, organized and conducted by LimbPower.


REGISTRATION
1. Only persons aged 18 years or above as at the date of registration may register for the Event.


2. Primary Amputees - To participate in the Amputee Games you must be a primary (new) amputee. We define this as someone who has been an amputee for between one and four years. This criteria has been set to ensure that injuries sustained through trauma have healed and that participants are wearing suitable prostheses which will enable them to participate: this will also ensure that each year new amputees are given the opportunity to participate while previous participants move on to their chosen sport. You will be eligible to attend the games twice to enable you to benefit fully from this opportunity. 

3. Congenital limb loss/limb deficiency - If you were born with congenital limb loss or a limb deficiency the above criteria does not apply to you. You must be 18 year’s of age on the Friday 11th May 2012 to be eligible to participate in the Amputee Games. You will be eligible to attend the games twice to enable you to benefit from the Games, after that you will be encouraged to move on to participate directly with a sports governing body or at a local level in your chosen sport.

4. Exemption - If you fall outside of the above criteria, but wish to participate in the games you will need to write to the committee requesting an exemption to the conditions of entry. Additional places will be limited and given out on a first-come first-served basis.

5. Registration Fee - For the Amputee Games we require a registration fee of £25 (non- refundable), which should be enclosed with your registration form. Participants must complete and return the registration form, medical form and non-refundable registration fee prior to the event.

6. All successful Participants will be notified by way of a confirmation letter from the Event Organisers that they will be taking part in the Event. Receipt of the Registration form shall constitute an entry to the Event.

7. Places are strictly limited and therefore subscriptions are subject to availability. The Event Organisers will consider applications on a first-come, first-served basis and otherwise in accordance with the rules set out in these Terms and Conditions. The Event Organisers will not accept applications once places are full or after midnight on 11th May 2012 (whichever is the earlier date). 

8. After clearance of the appropriate payment, the Participants shall receive the Confirmation of entry. No refunds shall be provided should a Participant fail to take part in the Event, for any other reason save in exceptional circumstances as determined by the Event Organisers in their absolute discretion, which shall not include, without limitation, oversight of diary commitments, not acknowledging the full event scheduling or holidays. 

9. If at any time it is discovered that any Participants should have been ineligible to participate in the Event (or if participation in the Event should have been refused for any reason whatsoever) the Event Organisers reserve the right to disqualify from/refuse entry to such Participants to the Event. Further, the Event Organisers reserve the right to reject at any time any Registration Form which it believes to be fraudulent, or to disqualify any Participant it believes not to have complied with the Terms and Conditions from attending, or participating in any future LimbPower events. The Event Organiser shall not be liable in any way to the Participants as a result of any such disqualification or refusal.

PARTICIPATNS
10. Medical, Health, Safety & Fitness - The Amputee Games in which you will be participating is challenging and will require a good level of fitness, strength and endurance. By completing and submitting the Registration Form, Participants confirm that, to the best of their knowledge, they are healthy and fit to participate, they understand and have considered and evaluated the nature, scope and extent of the risks involved, and voluntarily and freely choose to assume these risks. You should check with your doctor to ensure that you are sufficiently fit, healthy and mobile to participate in the event. You MUST advise the organizers of any pre-existing medical conditions.

11. Participants who take part in the Amputee Games do so at their own risk.

12. Participants acknowledge that any medical information given during registration and for assisting medical staff, where deemed necessary, may be used to treat or otherwise assist Participants as a result of illness or injury at the Event. The Event Organisers shall not be under any obligation whatsoever to process, analyse, or otherwise take action on, such information either during or after the registration process. Participant undertakes and agrees to inform the Event Organisers of any change in their medical condition from the date of registration up to and until the end of the Event. Your data will be used solely in accordance with current data protection legislation.

13. You must wear and use the appropriate equipment provided, and follow the officials instructions at all times during the event.
14. Participant agrees to abide by the rules, instructions and regulations published and displayed from time to time by the Event Organisers or given on the day of the Event by officials. 

15. Participant agrees to be bound by the Terms and Conditions.

THE EVENT

16. The Event Organisers reserve the right to refuse entry to the Event (or to disqualify from the Event) any registered Participant. 

17. The Event Organisers reserve the right to change the time, date and/or venue and format of the Event and to cancel the Event, in whole or in part, without notice or liability to Participant. 

18. The Event Organisers are unable to accept liability for any loss or damage; however arising, or for cancellation of the event for any reasons outside their control.

19. The Event Organisers will provide refreshments. 

20.  No drugs, illegal substances, performance enhancing substances or intoxicants of any kind are permitted to be brought to the venue or used by any Participant either before or during participation in the Event. The Event Organiser reserves the right to refuse attendance at, or participation in, the Event by any persons found to have consumed or to have in their possession any drugs, illegal substances, performance enhancing substances or intoxicants of any kind. 

21. The Event Organisers reserve the exclusive right and licence throughout the world (and, the Participant hereby grants the Event Organisers such exclusive right and licence) to interview and/or photograph and/or film Participants at the Event (or subsequent to the Event as the Event Organisers may reasonably require) and to the unlimited use in all current and future media (including without limitation, print, audio, audio visual, virtual media, the Internet, mobile telephony and so-called  "3-G" technologies, CD-ROM or DVDs) of Participant's name, likeness and image or facsimile image, signature, voice, video and film portrayals and other means of identification of Participant, and any biographical or other information or data related to Participant (including race times and results), in connection with the production, advertisement, marketing or promotion of LimbPower and the Event. 

22. Itineraries, schedules and accommodation may change and other alterations may occur which are beyond the control of the Event Organisers (LimbPower).

23. If any provision in the Terms and Conditions, whether in full or in part, is held to be invalid or unenforceable, all other remaining provisions (in full or in part) shall continue to be valid and enforceable.

DECLARATION
